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Chaplain’s Report: 
Dear Brother Knights and Families, 
Can you believe it? Lent, forty days, and fasting is just around the corner. 
“Forty” is a number which comes up often in Scripture and it means “for a sufficient 
time.”  When Lent began to be a more extended period of time, it first lasted forty 
days.  But since Sundays have always been excluded as fast days (because that is 
the day of the Lord, the day of resurrection, the day when we celebrate the 

Bridegroom’s presence), that meant Lent consisted of fewer than forty days.  During the time when the 
Church  emphasized the sinfulness and unworthiness of the baptized rather than their blessedness, 
Lent was extended back to the Wednesday before the First Sunday of Lent in order to have forty days 
(hence, the origin of Ash Wednesday, in place by the eighth-ninth century). The reform of the liturgical 
year in the wake of Vatican II kept intact the period of Lent with forty fast days. This being said, we 
cannot understand Lent properly in terms of fasting; Lent is essentially, a period of conversion. Lenten 
penance always has as its goal turning away from evil and turning towards Christ. The conversion 
culminates in the renewal of baptismal promises at the Easter Vigil or Easter Sunday Mass. 
Why not consider attending Wednesday night Mass  @ 7:00 p.m. and /or Stations of the Cross on the 
Fridays during Lent. May you have a grace-filled Lenten Season.

Prayers for Baby Isaiah James 
Baby Isaiah James May was born Oct 24 at 5:15pm-after a long and difficult 40 
hours. After many tests done by the medical community they had pronounced 
baby Isaiah with no brain activity and "no hope" for life. They suggested that 
Rebecka and Isaac pull his life support plug and allow him to die.  
Isaiah is doing everything the doctor said he wouldn't. He is growing, moves his 
limbs daily, he opens his eyes and his pupils dilate. The hospital sent the parents 
a letter stating they would be pulling life support on Jan 20 at 2pm.   Now they 
are facing court to decide whether they can fight to keep their son alive! (from 
Facebook group “Prayers for Baby Isaiah James”)  This is an example of how 
euthanasia mindset is spreading throughout medical establishment in Canada.

On Jan 19th, an Alberta Court of Queen's Bench ordered an Edmonton hospital 
not to remove a ventilator that is keeping a three-month-old infant alive until a 
court hearing can be held on his medical condition. The Mays hope that someone 
might be able to help Isaiah.
